Group	News

U3A	Environment	Group

Our	talk	this	month	covered	the	latest	State	of	Nature	Report	2023	published	by	the	Joint	Nature	Conserva+on	
CommiTee	(JNCC),	which	points	out	that	the	UK	is	one	of	the	most	nature	depleted	countries	on	Earth.	Evidence	
for	this	report	is	provided	by	statutory	Government	agencies	such	as	DEFRA	and	the	Forestry	Commission	and	Non	
Government	Organisa+ons	(NGO)	such	as	the	RSPB	and	County	Wildlife	Trusts.
Most	of	the	evidence	provided	by	NGO’s	is	gathered	and	submiTed	by	volunteers	supported	by	professional	staff.	

We	then	focussed	on	the	Bri+sh	Trust	for	Ornithology	(BTO)	and	the	Northumberland	and	Tyneside	Bird	Club.	On	
an	informal	basis	members	of	the	Bird	Club	send	in	records	whenever	they	go	birdwatching,	and	these	records	are	
published	monthly	and	sent	to	all	the	members.	They	are	also	forwarded	
to	the	BTO,	and	in	addi+on	the	Bird	Club	publishes	an	annual	report.	Some	
of	our	commonest	birds,	such	as	the	curlew	and	starling,	are	in	steep	
decline.

Formal	surveys	are	done	from	+me	to	+me	with	the	help	of	the	BTO.	In	the	
last	20	years	the	Bird	Club	has	published	an	Atlas	of	Breeding	Birds	in	
Northumbria,	an	Atlas	of	Wintering	Birds	in	Northumbria	and	a	
Northumbria	Bird	Atlas.	These	surveys	are	done	over	a	set	period,	and	in	a	
set	way	so	that	the	results	are	consistent	and	can	be	used	to	iden+fy	long	
term	trends	and	the	effect	of	recovery	plans.	

Trained	volunteers	also	ring	birds,	and	this	tradi+onal	way	of	monitoring	bird	movements	has	now	been	
augmented	by	the	development	of	satellite	tracking	and	the	use	of	radar.

Volunteering	can	involve	considerable	effort,	but	the	reward	lies	not	only	in	knowing	that	one	is	contribu+ng	
valuable	knowledge,	however	small	it	may	seem,	but	also	in	making	a	more	personal	connec+on	with	the	natural	
world	around	us.
